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FOUNDERS CUP AWARDED TO XI CHAPTER 

The Founders Cup, representing the chapter with the best 
program during the preceding year, was awarded at the 42nd National 
Convention to Xi Chapter from Ball State University, at Muncie, 
I ndiana. The specific activities which won the honor for Xi are 
listed in their chapter report. Most of us know that Xi maintains an 
excellent program every year. Their record demonstrates that Sigma 
Zeta can live and perform a useful function in a large university, 
provided that the faculty members believe in Sigma Zeta. 

The next annual convention will be held April 13·15 with Xi 
Chapter as host. We know they will do a good job, as usual. 
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THE EDITOR COMMENTS 

Since our last issue appeared, several amendments to our Sigma 
Zeta Consititution have been passed. These were attempts to deal 
with changing conditions. Amendments to the Constitution of the 
United States are made for similar reasons. In both cases, amendments 
acceptable to the majority are not approved by everyone. 

The changes in the Sigma Zeta Constitution were of three 
general types: 
I. Bookkeeping Changes. The revisions of Articles I X and X removed 
the amounts of initiation fees and chatter installation fees from the 
Constitution. The fees may now be altered when ecomonic conditions 
change without the necessity of changing the Constitution. Such fee 
changes must, however, have the approval of the National Convention. 

Also, the procedure for amending the Constitution itself has 
been modified by Article XIII so that it cannot be delayed indefinitely 
by non-voting chapters. 
II. Changes in Classes of Membership. The decision by Sigma Zeta to 
accept two-year colleges led to changes in Articles III, IV, V, and IX. 
Members of chapters in these colleges are often as active as those in 
regular chapters, and the Convention thought it was unfair to penalize 
students for belonging to such chapters. Accordingly, changes were 
made so that they would have the same status and the same rights as 
members of other chapters. 

A new class of graduate members has been set up so that qualifi,ed 
graduate students may participate in chapter meetings at schools which 
have graduate students. This will not affect most of our chapters, but 
it is hoped that it will stimulate interest in Sigma Zeta in the chapters 
of some of our larger schools. 
III. Changes in Requirements for Membership. Chapters in smaller 
colleges sometimes have difficulties in carrying out effective programs 
because of the small number .of active members; in particular, there 
is often a problem in making the transition from one school year to 
the next. It was therefore decided to permit chapters to elect out­
standing sophomores to active membership if they choose to do so. 
This was the most hotly contested question at the Convention, but 
the majority voted for the amendment. The amendment permits 
chapters to elect sophomores; it does not require them IO do so. 
Chapters which choose to elect sophomores must use wisdom in 
selecting only capable and mature individuals who have a strong in­
terest in science and mathematics. 

These changes are now part of our Constitution, We must accept 
them as long as this is true. Our Constitution will undoubtedly be 
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changed again when a majority wishes to do so. If you foresee the 
desirability of other changes, talk them over within your chapter; if 
you wish, communicate with other chapters. Then submit your 
proposals to the National Council and the National Convention as 
provided in Article XIII. 

Several unsolved problems remain for our society. For example: 

A. What should be done about members whose grade point averages 
fall below the minimum requirements? At present, they remain 
national members of Sigma Zeta, but each chapter may adopt such 
penalties or probational regulations as it chooses. 

B. Should we do anything with the money accumulated in the Sigma 
Zeta Development Fund? It is nice to have this money available as a 
Cash reserve, and it would be foolish to waste it, but could we use 
part of it in a way beneficial to the whole society? If so, how? The 
National Council would be interested in your ideas on the subject. 

C. Should we more actively cultivate our alumni? Some chapters have 
Historians who try to keep up with their graduates. Other chapters 
have one or more meetings for their alumni each year. We believe 
that most Sigma Zetans who have graduated are still interested in the 
society and would be happy to help if they had the opportunity. We 
believe that they have much to offer the present chapters. They could 
serve as speakers, could help make tours and field trips available, and 
could often offer valuable advice - they faced many of the same pro­
blems that we do. Why not invite them to your meetings and see 
what happens? 
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
